When: August 24-26, 2007
Who: Motivated team oriented scouts interested in honing and challenging their camping and hiking skills in a remote setting.

Where: Appalachian Trail, section to be determined later, total distance to be approximately 25 miles.

What: Backpacking on the Appalachian Trail.

How: Leave the Legion as early as possible on Friday the 24th of August and travel by car to the drop off point. Hike to the campsite Friday night, pack up early Saturday morning and hit the trail after a quick breakfast. Saturday night camp on the trail at suitable location and enjoy a filling dinner and refreshing nights sleep. Rejuvenated and rising early Sunday morning the crew will again hit the trail after a quick breakfast and hike to the endpoint. We will return to the Legion Sunday afternoon.

Cost: approximately $30 per person and will be determined after food purchase
Prior to August 24: Check your gear and pack your gear to determine what works, what doesn’t work, what else you need, what you don’t need; keep in mind, if you bring it you have to carry it! Pack as light as possible and as tight as possible; weight and space are premiums on the trail. You will need to carry your personal gear as well as your share of the crew gear; lack of space does not excuse you from carrying your share of the crew gear. Once you have checked and packed, do it again to verify that not only do you have what gear you will need on the trail for the weekend and also that your gear is packed securely.
